2007 at a glance

Rivers Alive, Georgia’s annual volunteer waterway cleanup, is a
program that is offered through the State of Georgia’s Environmental
Protection Division’s Outreach and Education Unit. Funding provided
by an EPA grant, along with generous contributions from our
sponsors, enables us to provide organizers with the materials needed
to conduct cleanups. These items include t-shirts, patches, garbage
bags, posters, public service announcements, data collection forms,
waivers, and Rivers Alive banners. In an effort to recognize our
sponsors’ generous contributions, the vast majority of materials
distributed to volunteers and organizers carry the sponsors’ logo.
Along with providing organizers and volunteers with support and
materials, the program’s major objective is to educate the public on
the importance of maintaining healthy waterways.
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With the combined efforts of Rivers Alive volunteers and organizers,
there were over 150 groups composed of 25,000 volunteers that put in
77,000+ hours. These volunteers were able to remove approximately

750,000 pounds of garbage and more than 2,650 discarded tires from
2,300 miles of Georgia’s waterways.
